June, Two-Step and West Coast Swing classes will be added to the schedule.

The downtown location has served Union Dance Factory well. Young passers-by frequently pull their 
parents into the studio, drawn to the lively music and colorful décor.

“They run inside. It’s some kind of magnetic attraction,” said La Cubana.

Youngsters will be able to move to their own beat at Union Dance Factory beginning in May. The 
Youth Project for ages 10 and older will be launched May 1st, featuring classes in Bellydance, Salsa, 
Capoeira, Hip Hop and Creative Expression, or freestyle. The Future Stars program for children ages 5 
to 9 will debut the end of May.

La Cubana said Union Dance Factory offers “a whole bunch of styles under one roof,” all at very 
competitive fees. Dance classes are especially benefi cial in challenging economic times, she said, 
because they help students relieve stress in a fun, upbeat environment while getting in shape and 
meeting new people.
